The enclosed application is for county and state membership.  Please follow the instructions below.  Should you need assistance, please call the county society and we will assist you with the application.

1)
All applications must be typed or legible.  All blanks should be filled in, with the exception of your medical education number.  We will provide this information if you do not.

2)
The application should be returned to this office with your dues check.  (State society policy requires us to request dues at the time of application.)  Your dues bill is enclosed.

3)
State law requires that your NJ license be registered in the county in which you reside.  This information is not requested on the application, but you should be aware of it.

4)
Professional liability insurance may be obtained through The Britton Agency, 855 Mountain Ave., Mountainside, NJ 07092, 1-800-482-3401 - William Reilly, President.  The Britton Agency sells insurance for most of the medical malpractice companies in New Jersey (Medical Inter Insurance Exchange, Princeton, etc.); their fees are paid by the carriers.
